PRESIDENT’S VOLUNTEER SERVICE AWARDS
DAYTONA BEACH, FL – The Volunteer Center of the United Way of Volusia and Flagler Counties has awarded two local volunteers with the President’s Volunteer Service Award, the highest national honor offered in recognition of volunteer service.  To qualify for the President’s Volunteer Service Award, volunteers (individuals or groups) must have logged a specified number of volunteer hours over a 12-month period.  Individual volunteers who complete a minimum of 4,000 volunteer hours over the course of their lifetimes are eligible to receive the President’s Call to Service Award.  The Awards were presented at the United Way of Volusia-Flagler Counties’ Board of Directors meeting, held yesterday afternoon. 
The outstanding volunteers who received this award are Bob Davis of the Hotel and Lodgeing Association of Volusia County and Dr. Marilyn Chandler Ford of Volusia County Corrections.  “Over the years Bob Davis and Marilyn Chandler Ford have given their time and energy to make the United Way of Volusia and Flagler Counties a better organization.  Each of them has raised the level of awareness in our communities of the fine work that our United Way is doing.  Their long term commitment to excellence and to their communities has been exceptional,” said Tom Dargan outgoing Chairman of the Board.  
“These awards are extremely well-deserved. This is national recognition of some of the very talented and hard-working resources in our community,” said Ray Salazar, President of United Way of Volusia-Flagler Counties. 
In his 2002 State of the Union Address, President George W. Bush called on every American to make a lifelong commitment to service. Established in 2003, the President’s Volunteer Service Award – which is modeled after the President’s Physical Fitness Award –  recognizes those who have answered the call and is available on an annual basis to individuals, groups and families who have met or exceeded requirements for volunteer service; demonstrating exemplary citizenship through volunteering.  As a Certifying Organization participating in the Award program, The Volunteer Center of the United Way of Volusia and Flagler Counties confers the Awards to recognize the outstanding achievements of volunteers in our area.  

The President’s Volunteer Service Award is an award for volunteer service that every American – from every age and every walk of life – can aspire to achieve.  To be eligible to receive the Award, individuals, families and groups submit a record of their annual volunteer service hours to participating organizations, such as The Volunteer Center of the United Way of Volusia and Flagler Counties, that will verify the service and deliver the Award. Award eligibility for individuals and groups is based upon hour requirements varying by age.  

The Award is issued by the President’s Council on Service and Civic Participation, a group created by President Bush to recognize the valuable contributions volunteers are making to our nation.  Chaired by Case Foundation President Jean Case, the Council is comprised of leaders in government, media, entertainment, business, education, nonprofits, and the volunteer sector.
